b. Environmental Awareness 

Earth Day Challenge (innovative ways that students/families are living a “green” lifestyle) has been a success.  Students have been on the announcements.

e.  Jr. Great Books – Groups are winding up in the next couple of weeks.      

f.  Kindergym – End of program celebrations to be held May 4 at 9:30 a.m., May 5 at 1:30 p.m. and May 7 at 9:30 a.m.  Paws The Lincoln Lion will make a guest appearance each day. 

g.  Legislation -  Working on updating the bylaws.  Needs to be done prior to end of summer.    
h.  LRC Coordinator Position – Some of this is duplicate info from March but it’s important.   

· Book Talk – Suggested summer reading will be released mid to late May.    Recommendations will be compiled for K-2nd;  3rd – 4th and 5th – 6th grades.

· Web Site and Contest – Lincoln LRC website can be accessed through  http://pro.ccsd15.k12.il.us/teachers/marinoj/index.htm or D15 website http://www.ccsd15.net/OurSchools/Elementary/HTML/lincoln_teachers.html  To promote the use of this site, children are being encouraged to enter a contest for the chance to win one of seven books. In order to be eligible to win, children will be asked to access the website and answer a few simple questions.  Copies of the contest rules and questions are available on the website, in the LRC and with the teachers.

· Earth Day (April 22nd) Celebration – During the week of 4/20-4/24, the library will be celebrating Earth Day by discussing  butterflies and highlighting the works of prominent environmentalists including Rachel Carson (an American scientist and writer whose work is attributed to creating the environmental movement), Henry David Thoreau (an American poet whose work reflected on simple living and nature); and Jane Goodall  (an English scientist whose most noted work is the study of social and familial interactions of chimpanzees.  She is the founder of Jane Goodall Institute.  One goal of the institute is to further positive change for communities, animals and the environment.)  

· One Day Scholastic Book Fair- Held on May 7 from 9:00-4:00 p.m. and 6:00 – 8:00 p.m. in conjunction with Family Reading Night.    Buy One Get One Free book sale.  No other items, just books.  Emphasis is to promote summer reading.  

· AR –When books were originally purchased for the library, AR values were assigned.  After reevaluation by educators and suppliers of the tests, these values have changed affecting approximately 7,800 titles.   To guarantee that the most current information on these titles is made available, the district approved a $500 software purchase that will change AR values (grade and point level) on the AR database.  Mrs. Marino is working on getting this link uploaded ASAP.  Simultaneously, LRC staff and volunteers are manually updating the information provided on the back of book with stickers to ensure the information provided on the book is synchronized to the computer data.  Anticipated completion date:  Fall.  Note:  Until the process is complete, if a student takes a test that was reevaluated to have a lower grade level and/or point value than what was represented, the student will receive credit for the higher grade level and/or point value.
· New Books – New books are displayed by the” trumpeter” if anyone would like to review them after the meeting.
